· relevant strengths and interests
· what the student/group/class  can achieve and under what conditions

· barriers to learning/behaviour 
     
	Evidence Summary 

e.g.

· assessments based on  NZ Curriculum
· feedback from student, teacher, family and community 
· observations in multiple settings 

· work samples, 

· feedback from key people including the student

· examples of behaviour, frequency

     

	Teacher/school baseline information

Include:

· impact the environment has on the referred situation

Consider including:
· factors in the environment that increase/decrease the referral issues 

· settings where  the referral issues are  more likely to occur/not occur

· instructional influences 
     

	Evidence Summary 

e.g.
· observations across various settings, times,

· physical layout of contexts, task expectations

· feedback from student, teacher

     


	Impact of home/community information  on referral issues  (if relevant) baseline information 

Consider including:
· impact of the home/community on the referred behaviour/learning

     

	Evidence Summary 

e.g.

· summary of feedback from family/whanau, relevant community involvement, other agencies with the student/ parent  permission pertaining to the referral issues.

     

	Analysis

Include the agreed understanding around:

· what the referred problem situation was

· why the referred  situation  was happening

· goals set

     


	Intervention

Include:

· the  intervention 

· rationale for the intervention
· key people involved 

· where the intervention took place e.g. home, school

· resources required
· how the intervention was monitored

     


	Post intervention 

This information should be dated, and where possible, relate to the baseline information so that the effectiveness of the intervention can be shown. 
Include:

· outcomes for the students (group, class, school etc)

· agreed next steps (e.g. re-negotiate referral, continue to monitor, close file – include plans for maintenance)
