Gateway Assessment Coordinator
• Collate information from CYF, Health & Education 

• Collect existing health information
• Family health history

• Determines appropriate assessment

Health Assessor
• Review history

• Comprehensive health assessment
• Write health report and recommendations

Social Worker
• Prepare information for use at care and protection FGC

• Completes child or young person’s plan
• Monitor agreed recommendations

Social Worker
• Engages with family and gains consents
• Refer for health assessment & education profile  

Gateway Assessment Coordinator
• Draft Interagency Services Agreement recommendation s

• Coordinate Multi-disciplinary Clinical Meeting 
• Follow-up on implementation of recommendations at 3  months
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
