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Consent may be given by “a person entitled to give consent on behalf” of someone. Who this might be isn’t covered in the Code but the Health and Disability Commissioner papers have interpreted it by reference to the Guardianship Act provision dealing with consent to operations. So again the mother or the father could give informed consent on behalf of a child��
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Giving consent to a medical operation





Allowing photo/video or school work to be published

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Who should we get consent from?
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The guidelines recommend that best practice is for parental consent to be obtained for all EOTC activities.  Parental consent on the form can be signed by a parent or caregiver.  





Under the Privacy Act if the photo or video was collected lawfully and the student advised as to the later publication, consent would not be necessary. However schools with primary students should get the written consent of a parent or guardian before publishing and secondary schools should also get the written consent of the student. This is partly because of the provisions of the Copyright Act which mean schools can’t publish a student’s work without authorisation in the form of a copyright licence from the student.





Only the individual the information is about can authorise the otherwise unlawful collection and use of personal information under the Privacy Act. So collection and use of personal information has to comply with the privacy principles without any need for authorisation or consent. (See Privacy law booklet 3.3 Note and 5.2)   Compare this to the health information situation where “an individual’s representative” as well as an individual can authorise use or disclosure. For individuals under 16, a representative means the parent or guardian. 
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Consent may be given by “a guardian of the 	child”. Under the Act the guardians of a child are its mother or father
